K. Bell and J. Dryden expressed appreciation for the wokealyan Hawthorne, the
Educational Technology Consultant, in helping faculty prepare for online modes of course
delivery. JP. Boudrau added thanks to the Teaching and Learning Committee for taking an
active role in that process.
